1. Meeting participants

2. MUMIN coding manual
The coding manual that was used at the Stockholm workshop to annotate multimodal behaviour in Swedish, Finnish and Danish video clips was thoroughly discussed and revised. An updated version will be circulated as soon as possible. The meeting participants also agreed to revise the annotation of the videos in order to produce annotation examples that can be included in the documentation and in publications. In this connection, Henrik proposed to investigate the possibility of making individual frames from the videos publicly available without breaching of copyright.
